The tail unit normally consist of a vertical stabilizer with a movable rudder hinged at the rear and a horizontal stabilizer to which the elevators are attached. The tail unit components are constructed in a similar way to the main wings and are composed of spars ribs stringers and skin. The lifting loads will be applied to the various sections in the same way as to the wing: each member absorbs some of the stress and passes the remainder to other members. Stress felt by the tail unit will eventually be transmitted to the fuselage structure trough the attachment points which is not different from what happens on a wing.
